State Referee Committee Meeting:

Kathy welcomed all to the SRC meeting and asked Jesus to give his SRA report.

Jesus stated that after all the registration data was compiled, we have a total of 212 referees less than the year before.  Jesus then presented the 2007/08 budget.
Motion was made by Jesus Zornoza, seconded by Jim Brown to accept the2007/08 budget as presented.  Motion passed.

A new policy covering travel allowances for referees attending out of state events at the request of the SRA or the SRC was presented and discussed.  The proposed rate for the travel allowance will be $40.00 per diem.   No travel allowance/compensation will be provided by CSRP for events that are fully reimbursed or funded by the hosting organization. 
Motion was made by Jim Brown, seconded by Carl DalBon to adopt the travel allowance policy as presented.  Motion passed.

Jesus addressed concerns with the current assessment program and fees.  Candidates for upgrades are dragging out the process over the stated one year period. 

Motion was made by Jesus Zornoza, seconded by Jim Brown to adopt a fee of $150 for assessment for upgrades.  This is an annual fee for upgrades from 7 to 6 and 6 to 5. Effective date of motion is September 1, 2007.  Motion passed.

Rick Eddy gave a report regarding our National referees performance at National Referee Camp.   Three out of four of our CT failed some assessments.

Motion was made to eliminate CSRP’s reimbursement for National Referee Camp.  Effective September 1, 2007.  Motion passed.

Kathy stated a review of the structure of the State Referee Committee.  We will explore what other states are doing and see how it relates to our state.
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Steven Wollins handed out his CSRP – SDI Report.

Carl DalBon stated he would like to develop a session for assignors.  The purpose would be to support the assignors and to provide them with a forum to address their concerns. 

Kathy said that she will speak with the CJSA Club Presidents at the upcoming Presidents meeting and will remind them that the game begins with the correct referee assignment.

Jessica reported on the summer referee camps which went very well.  Twelve campers (10 CT and 2 out of state) as well as 2 mentors participated in the advanced camp.  We had 29 CT referees and 7 mentors in the basic camp.  Each camp ran Monday thru Friday.  She encouraged the DRA/ARA to follow the progress of the campers during the soccer season and to continue to mentor them.  Jessica would like the camps to grow to include 25-40 campers, with 8-10 mentors at the basic camp.  

Jesus informed the committee about the Academy program for U15 and U17 boys that the US Soccer has begun.  The Oakwood and South Central clubs will both participate in the program.
Meeting adjourned at 8:45 PM.

Jesus addressed the group and reminded everyone that the Fall Season will begin shortly.
Jim disturbed a sheet containing a summary of the latest information regarding CJSA’s CT Cup and Premier League.  Additional information for both programs can be found on the CJSA website.  Jim asked that he be notified by the DRA’s of assignments for center officials – this will assist him in the assessment process.  
Steven Wollins – handed out his CSRP – SDI Report and went over it with everyone.  
Recertification for Referees - is now a two part process.  Step one is the online test and step two is attending a recert clinic.  The referee must pass the online test prior to being allowed to sign up for a clinic.  The recert fee is due when the referee registers for the clinic.  Law books and badges will be given out at the Recert Clinic.  All instructors should have received their supplies –  notify Judy if you are missing anything.

“Advice for New Referees” is small booklet that CSRP is going to adopt and customize for CT.  Jesus had sent the original document to everyone via email.   
Kathy Zolad relayed a request from Tom Mattera that the DRA’s meet as a group at CJSA’s workshop.  The proposal received support form Jesus, Jim and the DRA’s – Sue will schedule the meeting and advise all of the time and meeting room.   
Carl DalBon would like to develop a clinic for assignors to address their concerns.  

Jerry Korn expressed confusion regarding payment of referees.  He needs to find out from the club how they will be paying the referees beforehand.  A discussion regarding 1099 status and that 
Every certified assignor should receive a list of all current referees.
