MINUTES OF STATE REFEREE MEETING

JULY 30, 2003

Present at tonight’s meeting were the following:  Don Minton, Jesus Zornoza, Stan Kupinski, Steven Wollins, Glen Randmer, Doug Mariano, Joe Maimone, Nancy Zoll, Gerry Koppe, and Kathy Zolad.

Rick Eddy and Carl Dal Bon were unable to attend tonight’s meeting.

MINUTES:
Jesus had submitted a meeting feedback from the May 21, 2003 meeting and announced that Gerry Koppe was here tonight to take the minutes.

SDI REPORT:  Steven Wollins went over his budget for 2003-2004 that he handed out to all present tonight.  Jesus stated that he had received information from Nancy regarding how income and expenses are itemized, and as of September 1 he will incorporate this in their budget.

Steven stated that the role and goals of the SDI is to center on teaching and involve the assignors more with the instructors.  Nancy had informed him tonight that she is still missing some paperwork and Steven stated that he will introduce a schedule for how  paperwork is to be submitted from now on.  

Kathy had suggested that Steven could give CJSA a list of dates and they would set up a major Recert Clinic.  Jesus and Kathy will work out a few locations and set up some large clinics in the State.  

SDA REPORT:  Doug felt that he is having problems as he has 31 referees (3,5,6) that need maintenance.  This past season due to all of the rain only one-third of the games were assessed.  He has been using email and phone calls to get in touch with those who need maintenance done but does not feel that he is getting any response.  Doug felt that there is a lot of dead wood here as there are some 8’s that have been that for years.  He has only one that wants to move up and has the twenty-five games needed.  Referees might not know what it takes to get an assessment.  We need to formalize the process so people understand it.  Need to know what games count for an upgrade or a maintenance.

Jesus stated that he and Don will get together and set up a Policy Manual and bring it to the next meeting as to what to consider the level of games to meet our requirements.  This will be flexible year after year.
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Doug had thought that upgrades had to be done in a two year time frame.  He has learned that it is a one year time frame that you are given now.  This will be determined by Don and Jesus and put in the Policy Manual as well.

SAC REPORT:  Carl Dal Bon had submitted a report.  Don stated that Carl is very active and knows this area very well.  

The Assignor Clinic at the CJSA Office on August 23 from 8-2:00 PM was mentioned and Kathy was not aware of this clinic.  Jesus will look into this matter and let Kathy know what is going on with it.

NATIONAL REFEREE REPRESENTATIVE REPORT:  Rick Eddy is not here tonight so we will move onto the next item on the agenda.

STATE ASSIGNOR REPORT:  Stan went over several items as follows:

a) Assigning – he has no phone right now and is relying on Joe Maimone as his contact and using emails as well.

b) Leagues still ongoing – WLSL, WSL, CSSWL

c) The Fall availability is coming in very slowly.

d) Fall Schedules have come in from SASL, CSL and the woman’s league – needs this by August 27.

e) Shooting for 9/1 for Referee schedules.

f) The Policy Manual will handle the maintenance requests for referees.

Website was next discussed.  Hammerhead is anxious to get the website going.  Stan had a copy of their latest agreement to redesign the website for the CT Referee Committee.  Kathy stated that CJSA used their old design and did not use any redesign of theirs.  She will look into this for a reduction in the cost from Hammerhead.  

Motion to approve this proposal, amending any cost reductions that Kathy will work out with Hammerhead was made by Steven Wollins, seconded by Jesus Zornoza.  Vote was unanimous.  Motion carried.

 RE:  Assigning Module:
Kathy had some serious security issues with the registrations using IT Sports as it was not entirely secure.  This will be looked into further.

SRA REPORT:  

Budget:  Jesus will consider what was discussed tonight and incorporate it in the budget.

State League:  We made progress this season with Referee Reports.  We also went down in the number of sendoffs and cards per game.  He would like to receive about 85% of the Referee Reports next season.
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Registration:  USSF has sent a memo on Registration Materials.  For now we will continue as we have been doing.  However, in the future we will start charging fees for items not brought with the referee at the time of registration.  The referee will be required to bring his printed form and payment by check of all fees.  If the referee does not have the printed form a fee of $5.00 will be charged.  If the referee does not have all of the preprinted and registration information there is another $5.00 fee added.  

Jesus will include this information in his next mailing on Recerts.  He and Steven will sort out the protocol for this process and make it clear to all.  This paperwork needs to be submitted to Nancy in some type of order so she knows what fees belong where.

Steven brought up a question if they fail the Recert – what happens then?  Jesus stated that this will be looked into as well.

Agenda for meeting and dates:  Jesus stated that he has compiled all of the reports and feels that Don as the Chairman of the committee should be doing it in the future.  Don felt that he was right and will do so from now on.  If anyone wants to add items to the agenda they should send it to Don.  

Next Meeting Date:
September 17, 2003 at 7:00 PM.

Don hopes to have the meeting move on more quickly.  We need to strive to update everyone of their agenda and comments before the actual meeting.  This way it will move quickly.

Also we will start at 7:00 PM and finish by 9:00 PM.  If anyone needs more time or has to leave before that time they should bring this to the committee’s attention beforehand.

ANNOUNCEMENTS:  Kathy stated that CJSA is pleased to inform the committee that the Young Referee of the Year from our SW District – Chris Powers, was also named the National Youth Referee of the Year.  He will receive a $1,000 scholarship.

The Referee camp at URI – twenty referees offered camp for next year.  Jessica did a good job.  It was a very positive experience.  

Steven also mentioned that the instructors received signed cards from the participants expressing their appreciation.
