MINUTES OF STATE REFEREE MEETING

March 1, 2005

Don Minton started the Referee meeting at 7:05 PM requesting that the first topic to be a discussion on our next meeting.  He feels that we need to have four meetings a year.  It was decided that the next meeting will be Tuesday, May 24, 2005 at 7:00 PM.

Present at tonight’s meeting were the following:
Don Minton, Jesus Zornoza, Dean Myshrall, Stan Kupinski, Joe Maimone, Raul Marques, Steven Wollins, John Collins, Glen Randmer, Deborah Hennessey, Ann Powers, Tim Brennan, Chris Sinko, John Gugliotti, Kathy Zolad, Carl Dal Bon, and Victor Santos.

Pat McCane, a new CSRP rep. was not in attendance but had “Standards of Refereeing in CT” – a report that was reviewed.

Motion to approve the minutes of November 29, 2004 with one correction to add Stan Kupinski to the attendance list.  Motion passed unanimously.
RAUL MARQUES
Jim Brown, new assignor for SC District Referee Educator and Instructor of Assignments.  Raul stated that local assignors are requesting updated referee lists.  Also requests for new assignors certified clinic, which will be in August.  Raul asked about additional recert opportunities.  Steven stated that referees could not attend the test session of a Grade 8 to just get recertified.

STAN KUPINSKI
Joe raised the question of too many passwords being required.  Glen has resolved this with one password and one user name.  Access to the email list of referee contacts being put on the CT Referee website was discussed.  Carl asked about a club assignors listing.  Raul asked about a recertified list of referees that have been certified for 2005.  
Jesus pointed out that we have been in transition mode with Victor and getting the data up-to-date.  Steven asked a point of order saying that we should not spend the meeting time discussing how to print out a particular list.  Don said that we should go to Stan, the technical person for specific requests.  John suggested we run both systems at the same time while we are in transition.

ELECTRONIC CLINIC & ASSESSMENT

Stan and Glen received some input; and they are working on writing the specs for these software pieces.  They will then send them along to Hammerhead.
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KATHY ZOLAD

Nationally, U17’s & up – roster size of 22 (Fall, 2005) but only eighteen (18) can play; we have been given permission to issue club passes, and as long as player is age appropriate they can play for other teams from that club.  Jesus reminded all that the referee simply needs to record the information for the match and submit the report/record to the league.

STEVEN WOLLINS

Recert process – generally complete –most of the paperwork is in.  Steven suggested that Victor utilize a first in-first out process.
A large majority of the new clinics will be in March (35 clinics).  Materials/handouts are on backorder with the Chicago office.  The Bridge course will be about ten (10) hours long with a 30-60 minute field session.  Steven would like to suggest that the Grade 9’s be allowed to work U9 and U10 matches.

Motion was made for instructor fees currently $40/hour for a nine (9) hour course be changed to $50/hour for a nine (9) hour course with two instructors, using the team teaching method.

Jesus supports the concept of more than one instructor, with a lead instructor and an assisting instructor.  

Motion was amended to $60/hour.  Seconded by Dean Myshrall.  

Motion was then amended again by Steven Wollins requesting this to be retroactive to the first clinic.  Don seconded the motion, stating that it should be effective March 1, 2005 at $40 an hour for one (1) and $60 an hour for more than one, distribution by the SDI.  Motion passed unanimously.

Steven mentioned that if we really need him for the next six (6) weeks, he is taking a partial hiatus from his SDI responsibilities until May 2, as he is working on his portfolio.  

It was mentioned that there have been some law revisions and minor changes to Law 11, 12, 14, 15 (distance, 2 yards).  

DEBORAH HENNESSEY

There have been ten (10 recerts.  Two Grade 8’s and ten Grade 9’s.  Concept of handing our Law Books and badges by the ARA – Jesus will request that revert back to sold system.  See attached for the rest of Deborah’s report.
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CHRIS SINKO
Chris asked Jesus the percentage of referees getting recertified each year.  Jesus responded that 68-70% are getting recertified each year.  Others are about 50%.  Chris asked about educational clinics, he would like to have one in his district.  He needs to contact Steven Wollins, with a list of details (dates, topics to cover; etc.).

JOHN GUGLIOTTI

Rcerts for 2005 are complete.  Grade 8 Course in Woodbury, Grade 9 Course in Middlebury.  Four Grade 9 Courses are comping up in Newtown, New Milford, Southbury, and Brookfield.  All are full.

Mentoring class has not been finalized as to someone overseeing it as yet.  He is looking into seeing up an assessing program in NW District.  John has also received several inquiries as to where badges and cards are.

DEAN MYSHRALL
He has one (1) Grade 9 completed and six (6) more to be completed.

One Grade 8 going forward.   Grade 8’s will be managed by the district.  New email NCARA@ctreferee.org.

TIM BRENNAN

Speaking for Bill Foley – discussion about Grade 9 from assorted club president’s from NE.

JOE MAIMONE

Grade 8 starting and Grade 9 working out well, see attached report.  Jim Stigliano has been the Central area mentor coordinator and he has a clinic scheduled for March 19 at 
Mt. Carmel Hall, East Hartford from 2-5:00 PM.  He is working on dinner details after the clinic.  

Communication between neighboring ARA’s when scheduling clinics so that a lot of clinics are not setup and posted for same time frame or overlapping.  This has caused cancellations.  
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Adult Assigning for Central – referee fee increase has been approved by most of the leagues three (3) man system, $10 - Center referees $5 – Assistant referees.  One man game $10 increase.  See attached report for more information.

ANN POWERS

Upgrade process – a few referees need to complete their requirements.  Ann is also working with Glen on tracking upgrade requirements for individuals.

JOHN COLLINS
On April 3 a new CT Field Trainer Course will be held to train and help with observations of inexperienced referees.  Registration ends on 3/10/05.  Also an Assessor in-service Clinic will be held on March 18, John Collins will be the instructor.  

John also submitted a Proposed Assessor Fees & Referee Administrative Fees for 2005.  There was a brief discussion on this subject about adding an administrative fee for referees registering in 2006.  See John’s attached proposal.

Motion was made by Steven Wollins, seconded by Carl Dal Bon to accept the proposal submitted by John Collins as stated for fees for payment to assessors and upgrade fees to referee.  Motion passed unanimously.

Jesus has been in contact with Brian Hall regarding the SCRP Awards and pre-clinic for Cup matches and VIP/Mentor for finals.

Jesus will send the seven (7) ARA’s an updated excel list of referees.  He also will pursue Kathy regarding the Myths of the Game.

Stipend check to cover mileage and some ARA expenses – he is looking for input on various expenses such as phone, mileage, copying.  
Email from Rick Eddy – camp tuition for National Referees supported by CSRP.

Motion to reimburse the National Referees who have passed for the cost of the camp ($200) was made and seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

Course for Assignor’s Tournament Course, in the future Assignors will need to get recertified, great emphasis on mentoring.
Referee retention – 71% not in program after four years.  
Federation does not want to tackle age limit leaving it up to the State.
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Emphasis on youth programs, recreational referee.

LCD have been approved for seven (7) – one for each ARA.  Steven to research this and Jesus appreciates your patience as we are in transition with our various programs.

Glen suggested to keep checking the website.
